MLA Sajjan Singh Verma 
visited Tonk Khurd on Sat-
urday, where he engaged 
with local Congress work-
ers and inaugurated vari-
ous developmental initia-
tives. Verma commenced 
the day by performing the 
Bhoomi Pujan for a new tin 
shed, which is set to be con-
structed for Rs five lakh. 

Subsequently, he proceed-
ed to the village of  Jamu-
nia, where he distributed 
Kabaddi kits to school chil-
dren. Moreover, Verma par-
ticipated in the Bhoomi Pu-
jan ceremony for the con-
struction of  Manglik 
Bhawan in the Aja locality 
of  Jamunia, a project fund-
ed by MLA funds amount-
ing to Rs three lakh. 

Addressing the gathering 
in Tonk Khurd, Verma ex-
pressed the need for change 
after 18 years of  BJP rule. 
He emphasised the poten-
tial for cultural pro-
grammes once their gov-
ernment comes into power 
in the next three months.  

Present at the event were 
district panchayat presi-
dent Pope Singh Jirwai, 
MLA representative Rauf  
Qureshi, Tonk Khurd presi-
dent Rajesh Panda and sev-
eral Congress workers.

Bhaurasa (Pipalrawan): Under the intensive tree plantation 
programme by the Bhaurasa municipal council, a two-day 
sapling plantation campaign started in the city on Monday un-
der the guidance of  municipal council chairman Sanjay Joshi 

and CMO Savita Soni. 
The objective of  the 
intensive tree planta-
tion programme is to 
make more and more 
citizens understand 
the importance of  
trees and make them 
aware of  planting 
trees. Along with the 

citizens of  the city, council officials Bhavani Singh Patel, Dr 
Murari Lal, Ashok Lahiri, Fateh Singh Yadav, Shailendra 
Thakur, Sapan Yadav and others were present at this event.
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The BJP mulled over the 
names of  candidates for 
rest of  the seats in Madhya 
Pradesh at a meeting held 
in the residence of  party’s 
national president JP Nad-
da in Delhi on Monday. 

Chief  Minister Shivraj 
Singh Chouhan, BJP’s na-
tional organisational gen-
eral secretary BL Santosh, 
party’s state president VD 
Sharma and state organi-

sational general secretary 
Hitanand Sharma 
attended the meeting. 

The BJP has already an-
nounced a list of  39 candi-
dates. The names of  191 
candidates are yet to be an-
nounced, so the senior 

leaders of  the party pon-
dered over the issue.   

The party is set to an-
nounce the second list in a 
day or two. Some of  those 
who lost election may be
included in the list of  con-
testants for 64 seats.  

According to sources in 
the BJP, the second list 
may consist of  46 candi-
dates.  The seats from 
where the BJP candidates 
have won also figured in 
the discussion.  

The surveys, conducted 
by the party’s central lead-
ership and the ones by 
Chouhan, were also dis-
cussed. The surveys con-
tained people’s anger 
against a few legislators
and ministers.  According 
to sources, the leaders 

agreed that the legislators, 
against whom anger is pre-
vailing among people, will 
not be given tickets. The 
state party organisation 
has set up a panel compris-
ing three\four names for 
the lost seats. 

The panels have been told 
to remain confined up to 
three names for each seat.  

The BJP organisation re-
moved some old names 
from the list and added
some new ones to it on the 
basis of  surveys.

MANY MLAs MAY BE DENIED TICKETS 
Meeting held at Nadda’s residence 
BJP’s second list, likely of 46 candidates, 
may come out in a day or two 
A few who lost polls may be included in 
list of contestants for 64 seats 
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AAP leader from Har-
da district has sub-
mitted a complaint to 
Enforcement Direc-
torate (ED) regarding 
the shell companies 
working in the dis-
trict, which are run 
by relatives of  state 
cabinet minister.  

The leader Anand 
Jaat said three compa-
nies were working in 
district. One of  the 
company claims that 
they produce fertilis-

er but there is no such 
production unit. He 
also alleged that the 
companies are in-
volved in collecting 
money through unfair 
means and sending 
the amount out of  
country.  

These companies are 
also converting black 
money into white 
money.  Anand said 
that earlier he had 
filed the complaint to 
ED and now he had 
sent the complaint to 
the Prime Minister Of-
fice and CBI.

Congress MLA Vipin 
Wankhede was arrested for 
planning to show black flags 
to Bhartiya Janata Party’s 
(BJP) Jan Aashirwad Yatra 
before entering the Agar as-
sembly. Earlier, the MLA 
threatened to obstruct the Ya-
tra on its way to enter Agar 
district while demanding 
compensation for crop losses. 

As per reports, crops in the 
region have been damaged due 
to poor or no rainfall activity. 
Irked over no compensation to 
farmers, MLA Wankhede has 
threatened to obstruct the Ya-

tra demanding immediate 
compensation without con-
ducting any survey.   

A few days ago, Congress 
members carried out a rally 
and gave a memorandum to 
the collector with an address 
to Governor Mangubhai Patel. 
They sought compensation 
from the government without 
conducting a survey in view of  

crop losses. The MLA then 
threatened to obstruct the Ya-
tra on its way if  compensa-
tion was not given in a timely 
manner. He also threatened 
to show black flags to the Ya-
tra. On Monday, a large num-
ber of  party supporters 
thronged MLA's residence 

ahead of  the Jan Aashirwad 
Yatra. To avoid any untoward 
situation, the police arrested 
Wankhede from the party of-
fice, as a precautionary meas-
ure. On receiving information 
about the MLA’s arrest, a 
large number of  workers 
gathered outside the police 
station and staged a protest 
while raising slogans.
